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Preface

Over the last 20 years, the development, reform and opening-up of China to the outside
world, has witnessed China's national strength become a world leader. Over the past 5
years, China has enjoyed an average economic growth rate of 8.8% on a year-on-year
basis. In 2004, China's GDP ranked 6   in the world, hitting USD 1.9262 trillion with a 10.1%
increase from 2003. The GDP for the first, second and tertiary industries registered USD
252.4 billion, 890.4 billion, and 783.4 billion respectively, up 6.3%, 11.1%, and 10.0%
separately. 2004 also witnessed a trade surplus of USD 32 billion, up by USD 6.5 billion.
In the meantime, the utilization of foreign investment has embarked on a rising path. At
present, China's foreign exchange reserve has reached USD 609.9 billion, an increase of
USD 206.7 billion over the same period in 2003.

Beijing represents not only the hub of political, cultural and international exchanges of
China, but also a metropolis full of vigor and vitality. After China's accession into the WTO,
a rising number of foreign firms and liaison offices have made their presence in Beijing.
Currently, more than 10,000 foreign-owned businesses have enjoyed a market share in
Beijing, of which around 200 are from the Top 500. On the other side, a host of domestic
financial institutions established 3,200 outlets in the Chinese capital, with the number of
overseas organizations totaling over 200. Beijing is emerging as a global focal point with
strong commerce and information environments, and international exchanges.

The overall economic strength of Beijing is no.1 in the country. According to statistics, the
GDP for Beijing recorded nearly USD 81.33 billion in 2005, a growth of 11.4% year on year,
of which hi-tech industry realized an added-value of USD 1.627 billion, up by 14.2%.

Beijing has pooled a great number of research and development resources, including
almost 1/3 of China's research institutions, key labs, key academic projects and qualified
talents. There are 353 research institutions, and 100 colleges and universities. There were
0.3 million scientific technicians by the end of 2004 in Beijing, forming 9 industry chains
such as software, display, and integrated circuit etc. These high added-value industries
have gradually become the new highlight. A new industrial structure supported by multiple
fields is gradually being formed. The scale of the IT industry and information service in
Beijing accounted for about USD 20 billion in 2005, while the sales volume of the software
industry in Beijing increased to USD 9.40 billion in 2005 from USD 2.29 billion in 2000.
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A Summary of Developments of the Software Industry in China

In 2004, the revenue of China's software industry reached US$ 27.7 billion (including embedded
software). This is a 43.8% increase in comparison to the previous year. Between 2000 and 2004, the
compound growth rate of the receipts of China's software industry reached 40%.
The share of China's software industry in the global software industry increased from 1.20% in 2000
to 3.55% in 2004.

In 2004, the revenue of Beijing's software industry reached US$ 6.3 billion (excluding embedded
software). From 2000 to 2004, the compound growth rate of Beijing's software industry is 28.6%, which
ranks No.1 in China, taking up 34% of the total revenue of China's software industry.
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II. Industry Structure

In 2004, the sales income of software products is US$ 92 billion, taking up 40% of the total amount.
The sales income of system integration and software service is US$ 116.5 billion, taking up 51% of
the total amount. The sales income of software exports is US$ 2.8 billion, taking up 9% of the total
amount. In 2004, the domestic markets contributed more than 90% to the total income. (Refer to figure
below)
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From 2001 to 2004, the annual compound growth rate of China outsourcing services markets reached
52.1%. The market scale increased from US$ 180 million in 2001 to US$ 633 million in 2004.

III. Software Exports

In 2004, Beijing's software export increased rapidly and exceeded US$200 million for the first time.

Exporting Regions of China's Customs in 2004
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In 2004, among the US$ 633 million of China's software outsourcing markets, US$ 402 million contract
came from the Japanese market, taking up 63.5% of the market shares. Thus, Japan has become
the primary demand market of China's software outsourcing services. With the exploration of European
and US markets, the market share of the Japanese market has dropped by 2.8 percentage points in
2003. The US market scale reached US$ 87 million. Compared to 2003, it increased by 56.3%, the
highest growth rate among all outsourcing markets. Moreover, its market share has increased by 1.9
percentage points and has reached 13.7%. Hong Kong and European markets take up 10.3% and
3.3% respectively, and their market shares increased by 0.4 and 0.2 percentage points.

IV. Software Companies

By the end of 2004, there were 10,607 software companies in China altogether. There were 2,298
software companies in Beijing, taking up 22% of the total number of China.
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In 2004, there were 720,000 employees in China's software industry.
Number of employees in China's software industry from 2000 to 2004 (10 thousand persons)

V. Software Personnel

In 2004, there were 67,000 postgraduate students at school, majoring in software and other relevant
specialized subjects.
In 2004, there were 12,000 postgraduates finishing school annually specializing in software and other
relevant subjects.
In 2004, there were 335,000 graduates finishing school annually, majoring in software and other
relevant specialized subjects from universities and 3-year colleges.
In 2004, there were 170,000 persons who have been trained to be computer and software professionals
in China. The number is four times more than the number in 2000.

By the end of 2004, through various training courses and transfers from other cities, the number of
software employees in Beijing has exceeded 150,000, which is 21% of the total number in China. The
average growth rate is 24.7%. The total number, structure and quality of software employees in Beijing
all rank No.1 in China. Meanwhile, the employees in Beijing have received higher education on average
and they are relatively young.
